Safety tips for driving in bad weather conditions (rain

— wind- fog):

O Avoid driving in fog & rainy weather whenever possible

O Slow down before entering the fog. Don’t assume that fog
will thin out after you enter the road

O Turn on all your light, especially fog light

O Turn on 4 ways flasher or hazard light to let the vehicle
knows they are approaching to you.

O Obey all traffic signs& avoid cross over other vehicles

O Keep both hands on the wheel and slow down

O Don’t stop along the side of the road, unless it’s urgent to
do so and there’s a safe refuge to park in

O Use road-side highway reflectors as a guidance

O Watch for objects blowing across the roadway

O Take extra care in a high-profile & heavy vehicles such as a
trucks
